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Since 1944, Congress enacted six different versions of the GI Bill 
to help service members pay for their education, the most recent 
expansion being the Post-9/11 Veterans Educational Assistance 
Act of 2008. The Post-9/11 GI Bill represented the largest 
increase in education benefits since the World War II-era GI Bill, 
and subjected it to intense scrutiny about its efficacy in producing 
academic outcomes on par with its predecessors. The National 
Veteran Education Success Tracker (NVEST) Project is the first 
comprehensive, in-depth study of the academic success of the 
contemporary student veteran using the Post-9/11 GI Bill. Here 
are the most salient findings from Student Veterans of America’s 

first-round of research.
